Title and brief description GEOSM401 Introduction to Groundwater Systems. Groundwater is a vital
freshwater resource that supports billions of people and a vast range of
ecosystems globally. This UWA micro-credential introduces key components
and processes in groundwater systems and is designed for people with
undergraduate-level skills to advance their understanding of these systems,
e.g. geological setting, groundwater storage, flow and recharge, surface
water–groundwater interaction and groundwater-dependent ecosystems.

Certified learning (1) demonstrate an understanding of hydrogeological principles; (2) analyse
and interpret basic hydrogeological information; and (3) explain and report on
groundwater-related issues.
